Complete all three problems:

Problem One: Army of One

All printed images are made up of small dots and monitor-displayed images are made up of pixels: square 'dots.' What if we use something else to make up images? 
Create a graphic composition that is made up of a single typographic character (letter, number, punctuation mark, or symbol). The character must be the same size throughout your composition. You may rotate the character in any degree but you must not distort it in any way. Abstract (non-representational: it doesn't look like a recognizable scene or object) are welcome.

Problem Two: Op Art

Create an abstract (non-representational: it doesn't look like a recognizable scene or object) pattern composition using the widest assortment of the brightest colors your monitor and/or printer can generate. Use hypnotic patterns, and extreme contrasts. Try and make something that will burn itself into people's retinas.  
Problem Three: The Exquisite Corpse

"The Exquisite Corpse" is an artistic 'game' created by the Surrealists to be played by a group of artists. The first artist would draw something on a portion of a page without showing the others. The first artist would then fold the paper so the second artist could only see a thin section of what s/he had drawn. The second artist would then add to the drawing then pass it along to the next artist in the same way. At the end, the sheet would be unfolded to reveal the result to everyone. 

Create a computer Exquisite Corpse composition. You may do this by taking turns adding to a composition without the other member(s) of your team watching, and leaving only a small area showing for the next person to work off of. The final work could be printed out in sections and assembled at the end, or printed at the end as a single sheet.
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
