Choose one of the following problems.  Complete the project thoroughly, meeting all criteria.  Unless specified, you have the option to either print out your composition as sheet music or have the judges listen to it aurally.  It is preferable to have both.


Write the National Anthem in the key of Ab major in the treble clef.  If you can, add a bass part.  Also, lyrics will produce extra credit.


Write a piece for percussion instruments at least 8 measures in length.  This piece should have 3 parts, 2 for instruments of definite pitch and one for indefinite pitch instrument.  The meter and key are your choice but they must be clear and definite.  This may be printed out but must be audible.


Write an original duet for clarinet and basoon.  This should be in the concert key of E major in three-four meter.  Length should be from 12 to 20 measures.

Choose one of the following problems.  Complete the project thoroughly, meeting all criteria.  


Write a jazz composition for muted trumpet, piano, bass, and drums in the key of G major.  This may be a sequenced piece without a written score or the four instrumental parts may be written out in score form.  Either way it should be audible.  If you choose to write the piece, the piano part can be primarily chord symbols.  The meter is whatever you would like.  The piece must be long enough to stand alone as a complete musical state​ment.


Write a contrapuntal piece for alto saxophone and trombone.  There should be some use of imitation, melodic sequence, and should be equally melodic in both parts (Do not treat the trom​bone merely as an accompanying instrument).  This may be tonal in a given key (your choice) or it can employ some other tonal system (serialism, quartal harmonies, whole tone scale, etc.)  Meter is whatever you wish.
