Living on a Space Station

You and your teammates have been chosen to live on a space station for 1 year.  You will be drawing two pictures that illustrate your life in space – your life at ‘work’ and your life at ‘home’ in space.

Picture 1:  At ‘Work’

Your team helps to manage life support on the space station.  Discuss the possible systems that will help you and others on the space station to survive in space. Then decide which one of those systems is supported by your team.

Draw a picture of your work area and team members at work.

Picture 2: At ‘Home’

When you are not working at your jobs on the space station, you will be in a living area shared by the members of your team.  Decide what you think is most important to have on the space station for you to not be lonely and to enjoy being in space.  

Draw a picture of your living area and your team members ‘being at home.’  Your living area may consist of one or more rooms.

In both cases, your drawings must be original. Do not use clip art, stamps, or animation.  

If you finish early, use the time to add additional details.

Remember:

· Your picture must be printed by the time the contest is over. 
· Leave your picture on the computer screen when you leave.  
· Save your work every few minutes.
