Notes to Judges: 

A single file in the “GCC - ATC.B” directory on the desktop called “GCC - ATC.B.mdb” holds the data and queries for all problems.

The Word documents (with mail merge applied) are found in the directory corresponding to their problem number.

I was not given administrative rights to this computer and can not change the screen lock.  If it comes up the password is “12345678”.

I know it can be difficult to understand the processes used for this competition.  I have therefore included a description of the process that I used on the back of this page.

1) Text files were renamed as .csv and edited in Microsoft Excel.

a. Headings were added for easy database importation.

b. Two new columns were added which calculated the two different averages used in the problem.

c. Changed were saved with “(edited)” attached to the end of the file name.

2) CSV files were imported into Microsoft Access. 

a. Tables are created based on the headings in the new csv documents.

3) Queries are created based on the problems situation.  Database methods used include…

a. SQL ORDER BY command

i. Used to sort records

b. SQL TOP command

i. Used to get the top competitor scores

c. SQL INNER JOIN command

i. Used to match data between the two tables

4) The queries are checked for accuracy and then exported as text documents into the corresponding problem’s folder.

5) Two Microsoft Word documents are created for each problem.  Data is imputed into the Word documents using the Mail Merge tool and the data in the Access exported text documents.

a. Unneeded text in these documents has been kept to a minimum for easy judging.
