Topics that will be covered include: 

X Online Learning will be an exploration of asynchronous (time-delayed) course 
management systems (CMS) as well as an introduction to synchronous (real-
time) videoconferencing technologies and the facilitation processes associ-
ated with each.  We will compare and contrast traditional face to face (F2F) 
models of instruction and classroom management with new facilitation tech-
niques that will help us translate the practice of teaching and learning into 
this new environment.  We will work together in live course management 

systems to experiment with the concepts under discussion. 

X Web content creation technologies will be an in depth study of methods that 
can be employed to produce high quality multimedia content for the Web to 
contribute to the teaching and learning processes.  Digital Video creation 
and editing, Digital Photography, and Digital Audio Production (for podcasts) 
methods will be employed as tools to produce original high-quality instruc-
tional content.  We will also work with blogs and other Internet technologies 
as they relate to the instructional process. 

X Multimedia The research shows that 87% of children are either visual or 
kinesthetic learners. They need to see and be actively involved in their 
learning. Multimedia development will focus on finding, creating, manipu-
lating, and implementing images, animation, sounds, text, and videos to 
help teachers develop materials for all 3 learning styles.
